BYLAW ON THE GENERAL PRINCIPLES OF WASTE MANAGEMENT

CHAPTER ONE

Objective, Scope, Basis, Definitions and General Principles


Purpose


ARTICLE 1- (1) The aim of this Bylaw is to set out general principles aiming to ensure management of wastes from generation to disposal without causing damage on neither environment nor human health.

Scope


ARTICLE 2 – (1) This Bylaw covers the wastes listed in Annex-IV. 


(2) The provisions of this Bylaw shall not apply to,


a) Waste gases which are emitted into the atmosphere,


b) Radioactive wastes,


c) Wastes arising from quarry activities and search, exploration, processing, and storage of mineral resources, 


ç) Animal corpses and agricultural wastes (droppings and other natural and safe materials which are used in agriculture),


d) Waste waters excluding the wastes in liquid form,


e) Explosives whose physical life ended and their wastes,


Legal Basis



Article 3 – This Regulation has been prepared based on the Articles 11, 12, and 13 of the Law No. 2872 and dd. 9/8/1983 on Environment and Article 9 of the Law No. 4856 and dd. 1/5/2003 on the Establishment and Duties of Ministry of Environment and Forestry. 


Definitions


ARTICLE 4- (1): For the purposes of this Regulation;


a) Waste: Refers to any material which belongs to one of the classes mentioned in the list in Appendix 1, and has been formed, released, or thrown into environment as result of any activity, 


b) Waste list: Refers to the list given in Annex IV,


c) Ministry: Refers to the Ministry of Environment and Forestry,


ç) Disposal: Refers to one of the processes specified in the Annex II A,


d) Recovery: Refers to one of the processes specified in the Annex II B,


e) Holder: Refers to the natural or legal person who is the producer or in possession of the waste,


f) Collection: Refers to gathering, sorting, and/or mixing of the waste for the purpose of transportation,


g) Producers: anyone whose activities produce waste and/or any natural or legal person who carries our pre-processing, mixing or other operations which cause any change in the nature or composition of waste,  

ğ) Management: Refers to the collection, transportation, recovery, disposal of the wastes, post-closure maintenance of disposal sites, and supervision, audit, and monitoring of such activities,


General Principles


ARTICLE 5 – (1) General principles concerning waste management are as follows,


a) It is essential to prevent and reduce the waste production and hazardousness by, 


1) Improving and using the clean Technologies which use the natural resources as less as possible,


2) Ensuring marketing and technical development of the products designed in a way not to cause or cause minimum damage on the environment at the stages of production, use, or disposal,


3) Developing and implementing appropriate techniques for the final disposal of dangerous substances which remain after recovery,


b) It is essential to recover or use as energy resource the waste through processes aiming at recycle, reuse and obtain secondary raw material when the generation of waste is inevitable,


c) It is essential to use the methods and treatments which will not pose risk for the water, air, soil, plants and animals, which will not cause to disturbance through noise, resonance and smell, which will prevent the adverse effects on the environment, and thus which will not cause damage on the environment and human health during separation, collection, transportation, recovery, and disposal of wastes.


ç) It is essential that different types of wastes are collected separately.


d) The wastes are transported by the installations or establishments who have received transportation license from relevant governorship. However, excluding the types of wastes for which the legislation imposes the condition of having license, it is not obligatory to receive transportation license for transportation of the wastes which are transported by or under supervisory of municipalities, and for the domestic, non-hazardous, and packaging wastes.


e) The wastes, provided that the conditions mentioned in the sub-paragraph (c) of first paragraph are met, may be recovered or disposed at the place where they are generated. In case not fulfilling of this action, the waste owner is obliged to ensure being transported by a waste transporter, being recovered or eliminated by an institution which fulfills the processes stated in Annex -II A or Annex -II B, and being licensed by Ministry of wastes with this purpose.


f) It is essential being disposed of the wastes at the nearest and appropriate facility and by using most appropriate methods and technologies.


g) It is prohibited the collection, recovery, and disposal of the wastes by unauthorized people, institutions, and establishments other than licensed recovery and disposal installations.


ğ) It is essential to use the technologies which are compatible with environment and which reduce at source and ensure recovery of wastes with the purpose of using in efficient way the natural resources and energy during any and all activities.


h) The persons, institutions establishments responsible for the production and management of wastes are obliged to take the measures to prevent the wastes cause damage on environment and human health at every stage of waste management.


ı) The waste owners, transporters, recoveries and disposers are successively responsible for, even if they are faultless, the damages arising from environmental pollution and deterioration to which the wastes cause. The responsibility of mentioned responsible persons for indemnification is reserved for damages which arise from these activities according to general provisions. Expenditures made by public authorities and institutions due to lack of the measures to be taken by those responsible to stop, compensate or reduce environmental damages or due to the measures to be taken directly by related authorities shall be collected from those responsible from the production of waste oils in accordance with the Law No. 6183 and dated 21 July 1953 on the Collection of Public Claims.

CHAPTER TWO

Prohibitions and Waste Management Plan


Prohibition of Pollution 


ARTICLE 6 – (1) It is prohibited to pollute the environment by recovery, disposal, and/or having disposed, discharge into the soil, sea, lakes, rivers and similar receiving environment, landfill and storage of the wastes outside the licensed installations.


Prohibition of Importation


ARTICLE 7 – (1) It is prohibited to entrance hazardous wastes into Republic of Turkey Customs Area including free zones.


Waste Management Plan and Establishment Network


ARTICLE 8 – (1) Ministry is competent and responsible for preparing / having prepared the national waste management plan / plans. This plan / these plans cover(s) following issues in general:


a) Source, quantity, and type of waste by the planning period,


b) Legal arrangements and technical requirements concerning waste management,


c) Special arrangements which will be made for the wastes needing different type of waste management,


ç) Appropriate recovery, intermediate storage, and disposal installations,


d) The installations, waste types, and quantities which will be exempted from license application,


e) Natural or legal persons who were authorized for waste management,


f) Estimated investment and operation costs of disposal and recovery installations.


(2) Ministry establishes a integrated and adequate information network with precautions to increase efficiency in gathering, categorizing and running of wastes with the aim of disposing wastes in the nearest and appropriate institutions using appropriate methods and technologies. 

CHAPTER THREE

Obligations and Waste Disposal Cost


Obligation of Receiving Transportation License


ARTICLE 9 – (1) Natural and legal persons who fulfill the activities mentioned in Appendix –II A and Appendix-II B are obliged to get license from Ministry


(2) License contains the information concerning waste types and quantities, legal technical requirements safety precautions which have to be taken in every stages, recovery and disposal methods and installation area.


(3) License is given for certain time, and if requested, renewed in expiration day in case associated conditions are met.  Special sanctions and conditions may be applied when needed. 


(4) License applications which use the methods not specified in the Annex II A and Annex II B and which do not comply with the applicable legal and technical arrangements shall be rejected. 


(5) Ministry is entitled to exempt from license application the institutions and establishments which recover their wastes in their production site as stated types and quantities in waste management and reuse whole recovered productions in same institutions without placing in the market. However, these installations or establishments are registered by the Ministry. In case the recovery is made by the producer the provisions of sub-paragraph (c) of first paragraph of Article 5 should be complied.


Obligation of Receiving Transportation License


ARTICLE 10 – (1) The persons, institutions, or establishments that fulfill the waste transportation and / or collection activities are obliged to receive transportation license from governorship excluding the wastes which are transported by or under supervisory of municipalities, and for the domestic wastes except those the legislation imposes the condition of having license. And the persons, institutions, or establishments that fulfill the waste transportation and / or collection activities of domestic wastes are registered by the Ministry.


Obligation of Record Keeping


ARTICLE 11 – (1) The installations and establishments which produce waste, and persons, foundations and installations that fulfill disposal and recovery processes are obliged to keep record about type of waste and code number of waste stated in Annex-IV, waste quantity, source of waste, installations which wastes are sent, way of transportation and processes which wastes are subjected to according to the methods stated in Annex-II A and Annex-II B, to keep records at least five years, to send to the Ministry at intervals which Ministry determine and to present inspection and control of Ministry. 

Obligation to Have Made Financial Liability Insurance


ARTICLE 12 – (1) The individuals who fulfill the collection, transportation, temporary and intermediate storage, recovery, and disposal activities of hazardous wastes, are obliged to have made the financial liability insurance according to the provisions of corresponding bylaw for losses which cause damages on third persons and environment in case of an accident as result of their activities. The institutions, installations, and establishments which do not comply with the obligation to have made insurance are not granted activity permission.


Disposal Costs


ARTICLE 13 – (1) It is essential that the waste disposal costs are met by the waste holder or the producer of product which causes the formation waste in accordance with the “polluter pays” principle.


(2) The individuals who take and/or will advantage of domestic solid waste disposal installations  found or made founded, operated or made operated by municipalities, special provincial administrations or units which these foundations constitute, are responsible for contributing expenditures of investment, operating, maintenance, renovation and improvement which the responsible administrations will fulfill. The cost of collection, transportation, and disposal of solid wastes are collected from those who make benefit of these services according to tariff to be determined by municipality, provincial council or units.  The collected prices shall not be used in any service other than those related to solid wastes.

CHAPTER FOUR

Waste List and Definition of Wastes in the List


Waste List


ARTICLE 14 – (1) The list of wastes covered by this Bylaw is given in the Appendix IV.


(2) The wastes mentioned in the Waste List are subject to the provisions of this Bylaw except the cases defined in the sub-paragraph (b) of second paragraph of Article 2.


(3) Explanatory guidance concerning waste list and hazardousness characteristics of wastes shall be prepared by the Ministry.


Waste Codes


ARTICLE 15- (1) The wastes included in the waste list shall be defined as a whole by using six-digits waste codes, and two- and four-digit chapter titles.


(2) It is compulsory to use exactly six-digit waste code which corresponds to the description of waste in all studies concerning wastes.


Identifying Waste Code in the Waste List


ARTICLE 16 – (1) In order to identify the waste code which corresponds to a waste in the waste list following steps shall be followed:


a) In the chapters from 01 to 12 or 17 to 20 the source of waste and appropriate six-digit waste code shall be identified.


b) If any appropriate waste code cannot be found in the chapters from 01 to 12 or 17 to 20, the chapters 13, 14, and 15 shall be examined in order to identify appropriate code.


c) If the appropriate code cannot be found in these sections the waste is assessed according to Chapter 16.


ç) If the waste cannot be adapted to Chapter 16, the waste code is used by approval of Ministry which is suitable to main activity codes in waste list and ending with 99-wastes not otherwise specified in another way.


Waste List and Hazardous Wastes


ARTICLE 17 – (1) The wastes which are marked with an asterisk in the Waste List are the hazardous wastes. Hazardous wastes are the wastes which have one or more of the characteristics listed in the Annex III A.


(2) The wastes indicated with the mark “A” in the Waste List shall be categorized as the hazardous wastes regardless hazardous waste concentration specified in the Appendix III B. In the studies to be made to determine the dangerousness characteristics of “M” marked wastes, the assessments concerning H3-H8, H10, and H11 of the characteristics listed in the Annex III A shall be based on the concentration values specified in Annex III B. This provision shall not be valid for the pure metal compounds which were not contaminated with hazardous waste.

CHAPTER FIVE

Miscellaneous and Last Provisions


Inspection


ARTICLE 18 – (1) The installations and establishments which produce waste, the natural and legal persons that fulfill the disposal and recovery operations listed in Annex II A and Annex II B, installations or institutions which are mentioned in the fifth paragraph of Article 9 and which are registered by the Ministry, and persons, institutions, and establishments which fulfill the waste collection and / or transportation activities shall be periodically audited by the Ministry. 


(2) Persons, institutions, and establishments which are subject to audit are obliged to submit the information and documents to be determined by the Ministry, to meet the costs of the analyses and measuring which the officials will have made, and to make all the things easier during audits.


Enforcement


Article 19 - (1) This Bylaw shall enter into force on the date of its issue.


Execution


Article 20 - (1) The provisions of this Bylaw shall be executed by the Minister of Environment and Forestry.

Q9 
Residues from pollution abatement processes (e.g. scrubber sludges, baghouse dusts, spent filters, etc.)

Machining/finishing residues (e.g. lathe turnings, mill scales, etc.)

Q11 
Residues from raw materials extraction and processing (e.g. mining residues, oil field slops, etc.)

Q12 
Adulterated materials (e.g. oils contaminated with PCBs, etc.)

Q13 
Any materials, substances or products the use of which has been banned by law

Q14 
Products for which the holder has no further use (e.g. agricultural, household, office, commercial and shop discards, etc.)

Q15 
Contaminated materials, substances or products resulting from remedial action with respect to land

Q16 
Any materials, substances or products which are not contained in the abovementioned categories.

ANNEX III-A
PROPERTIES OF WASTES WHICH RENDER THEM HAZARDOUS
H1 Explosive

substances and preparations which may explode under the effect of flame or which are more sensitive to shocks or friction than dinitrobenzene.
H2 Oxidizing

substances and preparations which exhibit highly exothermic reactions when in contact with other substances, particularly flammable substances.
H3-A Highly flammable

liquid substances and preparations having a flash point below 21 °C (including extremely flammable liquids), or - substances and preparations which may become hot and finally catch fire in contact with air at ambient temperature without any application of energy, or - solid substances and preparations which may readily catch fire after brief contact with a source of ignition and which continue to burn or to be consumed after removal of the source of ignition, or - gaseous substances and preparations which are flammable in air at normal pressure, or - substances and preparations which, in contact with water or damp air, evolve highly flammable gases in dangerous quantities.
H3-B Flammable
liquid substances and preparations having a flash point equal to or greater than 21 °C and less than or equal to 55 °C.
H4 Irritant
non-corrosive substances and preparations which, through immediate, prolonged or repeated contact with the skin or mucous membrane, can cause inflammation.
H5 harmful
substances and preparations which, if they are inhaled or ingested or if they penetrate the skin, may involve limited health risks.
H6 Toxic
substances and preparations (including very toxic substances and preparations) which, if they are inhaled or ingested or if they penetrate the skin, may involve serious, acute or chronic health risks and even death.
H7 Carcinogenic
substances and preparations which, if they are inhaled or ingested or if they penetrate the skin, may induce cancer or increase its incidence.
H8 Corrosive

substances and preparations which may destroy living tissue on contacts.
H9 Infectious
substances containing viable micro-organisms or their toxins which are known or reliably believed to cause disease in man or other living organisms.
H10 Teratogenic
substances and preparations which, if they are inhaled or ingested or if they penetrate the skin, may induce non-hereditary congenital malformations or increase their incidence.
H11 Mutagenic
substances and preparations which, if they are inhaled or ingested or if they penetrate the skin, may induce hereditary genetic defects or increase their incidence.
H12

Substances and preparations which release toxic or very toxic gases in contact with water, air or an acid.
H13

Substances and preparations capable by any means, after disposal, of yielding another substance, e.g. a leachate, which possesses any of the characteristics listed above.
H14 Ecotoxic
substances and preparations which present or may present immediate or delayed risks for one or more sectors of the environment

� Stabilisation processes change the dangerousness of the constituents in the waste and thus transform hazardous waste into non-hazardous waste. Solidification processes only change the physical state of the waste (e.g. liquid into solid) by using additives without changing the chemical properties of the waste.�

5 A waste is considered as partly stabilised if, after the stabilisation process, dangerous constituents which have not been changed completely into non-dangerous constituents could be released into the environment in the short, middle or long term.�
